SBLC Referral Process for Gifted Evaluations

        1.     Student is nominated for pre-referral consideration by his/her parent or teacher.

         2.    The teacher completes the SBLC 1 form.

3.   Gifted screening is indicated when:
· The student scores in the 85th percentile on the school’s standardized assessment (For Example:  IOWA, CAT, iLeap, Developing Skills Checklist)


    OR 

· LEAP scores are within the Mastery and/or Advanced ranges.

OR

· Recommendation from the gifted teacher based on academic performance and/or standardized test data. 

OR

· 
Recommendation from parents with SBLC review and approval

4.    The student’s parents sign a Support Permission Form granting consent for    

       screening to begin.

   5.    The SBLC accepts nomination and the following procedures begin.

· An abbreviated academic and cognitive screener is administered by Pupil Appraisal. 

· The teacher completes the Gifted Rating Scales-School Form (GRS-S). It measures multi-dimensional models of giftedness including: intellectual ability, academic ability, creativity, artistic talent, leadership, and motivation.

· Scores from the academic and cognitive tests are entered into the Bulletin 1508 Matrix for Gifted. The matrix is as follows:
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· Students obtaining at least 5 points will be recommended for a full evaluation. These points can be a combination of points earned from the matrix for intelligence and achievement and achieving a scale score of 70 or above on at least one domain of the GRS scale. A letter to the parent(s) will be mailed by the evaluation coordinator notifying them of the screening results. Parent permission will be obtained to begin the full evaluation at the SBLC meeting.

· Students not meeting screening criteria will not be recommended for full evaluation. A letter to their parent(s) will be mailed by the evaluation coordinator notifying them of the screening results. A copy of this letter will be filed at the SBLC.

Full Evaluation

·    Upon obtaining parent permission, the case coordinator will follow the evaluation procedures outlined in Bulletin 1508.

·  Full Educational Assessment: Wechsler Individual Achievement Test    (WIAT 2) or Woodcock- Johnson Achievement Test Third Edition (WJ- ACH-3.)

· Cognitive Assessment instruments may include: Kaufman Assessment Battery for Children ( KABC II) ,  Wechsler Intelligence Test for Children IV (WISC IV),  Test of Nonverbal Intelligence III (TONI III),or the Universal Nonverbal Intelligence Test (UNIT).
· Results are compiled. A meeting is held with the student’s parent regarding determination of the student’s eligibility according to the criteria outlined in Bulletin 1508.
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
